Cobalt's 
unique new interior design, the func-
tion of reduced gunwale thickness 
which has been carefully engineered 
for optimum use of the space 
between interior and exterior walls 
simply amounts to improved room 
and comfort. The 220's stadium 
style seating is not only stylish, but 
the open forum interior con®gu-
ration provides expansive walk-
about, sit about, and lounge-about 
spaciousness.

Storage is everywhere, with large and easily accessible ®berglass bins, 
chests, lockers and compartments. Each compartment, inside and out, 
with Cobalt's outstanding interior ®t-and-®nish; a ®nish that competi-
tors would be proud to show on their exterior and fully visible surfaces. 
Under the port lounge seating, enough room for several wakeboards, 
skis, and scuba gear ± and, beneath the windshield walk-thru ¯oor an 
additional full size ski locker. But those touches mean convenience more 
than comfort, so let's take a seat. Feel ®rst-hand the textures of the 220's 
interior, the unmistakable luxury of the 220's seating which ± in its 
warmth and beauty, its con®guration and its deep-down support ± really 
does approximate your favorite indoor spaces. ªVara-denseº is the tech-
nical term explaining Cobalt's foam and its application to our seating, 
its ability to ensure daylong, deep-down comfort with durability that 
can last a lifetime. Step forward and a walk-thru entry eases movement 
into the bow, step aft and - ditto at the transom. Carpet throughout is 40  
ounce, snap-in, with a neoprene backing.

As you step towards the helm, the 220 incorporates another Cobalt standard, the ¯ip-lip seating with its multi-position comfort, support and safety. 
Gaze at the digital enhanced instrumentation on the 220 which is as imposing as it is purposeful, from its switches in stainless steel to the custom 
stitching covering the eyebrows on a composite helm. The steering wheel, long a Cobalt hallmark, comes in black leather and anodized metals and 
the self centering wheel cap is a nifty touch. The options here are meaningful, well chosen in their navigational aid, a GPS/plotter most of all, with its 
in-dash touch screen. Let's listen here: to the 220's standard AM-FM iPod stereo with six high end speakers strategically placed for maximum audio 
impact. Stereo controls wait at both the dash and the glove box with the optional premium sound system, bringing along a strong argument for the 
thump of the subwoofer.

Let's forget practicality for a moment. Style, pure and simple, has its place in any truly great boat, and the lower sleek shear line of the 220 does not 
disappoint. The sculpted hull speaks for itself, while the long, purposeful lines sweep and ¯ow all the way through to the swim platform. Here's a 
pro®le classic in every subtle detail. Let's address classicism in a broader sense, in terms of the Cobalt innovations that have over the years become

industry standards. In fact, the 220 will now become itself 
the willing model for imitation. Imitation that is for copycats 
who will try again to mimic the genuine improvements in a 22 
footer that goes out to sea with the uncompromised integrity 
of design and construction that has guided Cobalt boat build-
ing for over 40 years.

On to performance. Every inch, every ounce a Cobalt, the eas-
ily trailerable 220 arrives in direct response to the needs and 
wishes of experienced boaters who know exactly how a boat 
should accelerate, should jump on plane, should hang true and 
tight in the turns. The 220 will deliver chest thumps and heart-
throbs with V8 power up to 320 horses, while creating wallet 
pleasing fuel ef®ciencies. Designed in the direct lineage of the 
legendary Cobalt runabouts that, model year after model year, 
have pushed at the horizon, have demonstrated to an entire 
industry the day-to-boating-day meaning of innovation, the 
220 will show the most discriminating boat buyer nuances of 
design and construction, instances of effortless performance 
once thought possible only in far larger boats.

Look here at these graphics molded into the ®berglass, classic two and available three 
color graphics, glorious and unfading, brilliant today and brilliant tomorrow, yet an-
other standard Cobalt way of doing things. Supporting the 220's enduring good looks 
is bedrock stability arising from the ®berglass stringer system and cockpit liner over-
laid with aerospace strong composite ¯oor and transom. Kevlar reinforces the hull. The 
windshield brace is stainless steel.  It's the little things, but perhaps no detail of Cobalt 
construction says more about the overall quality of these boats than the aluminum 
backing plates that anchor every mounting point for hardware from the bow scuff plate 
to the stainless capped windshield to the seat pedestals to the swim ladder. Wherever 
exterior hardware adjoins the ®berglass, an aluminum plate lies embedded just below, 
with tapped or threaded connections to guarantee that bolts will not strip out, as is al-
most always the case over time with hardware mounted to ®berglass alone. Look again 
at the cleats amidships, where again stainless steel hardware is standard ± no plated pot 
metal or plastic as is so often the case with other boats.  Cobalt standards, all around ± 
Cobalt standards, the standards of compromising nothing.

Is Wakeboarding your passion? The 220WSS comes fully out®tted as a Water Sports Series craft complete with a fold-able aluminum tower and WSS 
graphics. Tower, board racks, graphics and the Sof-Trac platform mat ®ll out this package. And while your at the platform, take a quick peak at the 
optional swim step, ¯ip up for cruising, ¯ip down for water borne fun.

The newest Cobalt awaits your approval. The Cobalt 220, yet another 10 Series boat from Neodesha, Kansas knowable, now as always, by an abso-
lute and continued refusal to compromise.
